F. A. Q.  AND  ANSWERS
( FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS )

What can / should I bring with me?

Small change ( coins and $1 bills ) for pop machines and to do laundry.  A phone card, stamps, alarm clock, clothing for a variety of weather, alcohol free toiletries.  Pillows and bedding are provided, however you may bring your own if desired.  

What not to bring with me?

Alcohol, drugs, drug paraphernalia, lighter fluid and other combustibles, knives, weapons ( real or toy ) or items that could be used as a weapon.  Cell phones, computers, other electronic devices, and pornography.  

What about my medication?

It is recommended you bring at least a thirty day supply of medications that is in good condition with doctor orders as to how the medication is to be taken.  It must also be in the original prescription bottle and not mixed in with other medications.  We do not supply medications as part of your stay here, so you will need to make arrangements.

Can I smoke there?

The facility is tobacco free; however, you can use tobacco outside of the building in designated areas.  No rolling tobacco is allowed.  

Can I have a vehicle there?

Yes, if you can provide all of the necessary documentation.  You will need to have a valid driver’s license, provide documentation of ownership of vehicle ( i.e. copy of title; if title is not in your name you would also need a letter from the title holder stating you can drive the vehicle), verification that you are an insured driver for that vehicle, and the vehicle must have current tabs.  Driving is a privilege and can be restricted if deemed necessary.  

Will I be able to go on visits / passes while I am there?

You would be eligible for day passes once you meet the criteria to be taken off restrictions, which would include having employment and a sponsor.  Overnight passes are limited to clients who have served on the Support Team.  Clients are eligible to be selected to the Support Team if they are off restrictions, provide leadership by example, and have been at this facility for at least thirty days prior.  Passes are not guaranteed and depend on how you are doing in treatment as well as the reason for the pass; all passes are approved on a case by case basis.  If you are committed or are furloughed from jail, permission is also needed from others involved in your care.
Will my friends and family be able to call me?

There are a couple of phones provided for client use as well as an answering machine.  Local calls are free, for long distance calls you will need a calling card.  Cell phones are not allowed and are grounds for discharge.  

Can I have visitors?

Visiting hours are Saturday from 1:00 to 8:00 pm and Sunday from 11:00 am to 6:00 pm
Other visitation times may be arranged by the staff at their request or that of the resident.  Special arrangements will be made for county case managers, social workers, parole officers, religious advisors, attorneys, physicians, and sponsors.

I have court coming up what should I do?

Ask for a deferment / continuance until done with treatment if possible or arrange your own transportation, which must be approved by your counselor, case manager, and probation officer where appropriate.
